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EU AWARDS GRANTS TOTALLING € 12.9 MILLION FOR PROJECTS IN THE FIELD OF REPRODUCTIVE HEALTH IN TURKEY

The Delegation of the European Commission has selected 58 projects with a total value of €12.9 million under the EU funded “Reproductive Health Programme” of the Ministry of Health.  

The projects, managed by Turkish non-governmental organisations (NGOs), will run for a maximum of 12 months and will work in such diverse areas as safe motherhood; family planning; sexually transmitted diseases (STIs); HIV infection and AIDS; adolescent health; the early diagnosis of cervical and breast cancer; reproductive rights; and the role of men in the process. In addition, issues such as gender and female literacy, which have a direct effect on the reproductive health of family, will be covered.
The projects form part of the second round of grants awarded on the basis of a call for proposals, which was launched in January 2004. Following a first round 27 projects were selected which are currently being implemented. Consequently, in total 85 projects will be managed under this programme with a total value of € 19.9 million.

The grants scheme is managed within the framework the EU funded “Reproductive Health Programme”, run in cooperation with the Ministry of Health, with a total budget of € 55 million, based on a Financing Agreement signed in December 2001 between the Government of Turkey and the European Commission. The Reproductive Health Programme foresees technical and financial support to be provided for a period of 4 years. It also serves as an umbrella acting as a driving force to speed up efforts to improve the health status of women and youth in Turkey and provides direct support to the Ministry in its efforts towards increasing the quality, availability and accessibility of services.
